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One More Free Weekend of Fishing
The new fee schedule for the Pensacola Bay Fishing Bridge goes into effect on Monday, March 15.  Fees will include $5 for drive-on anglers, $2 per angler passenger, $2 for walk-on anglers and no fee for non-fishing passengers. Seniors 62 and over will receive a 50 percent discount. Children under 15 years old and non-fishing pedestrians are free. A collection box will be placed at the bridge entrance for payment of fees. 

Beginning March 16, annual passes will be available at the Recreation Division, 1651 E. Nine Mile Road; fees are $75 for vehicle and driver, $50 for passengers and walk-on anglers.  The 50 percent senior discount applies to the annual passes also.  Passes are effective one year from date of purchase.
