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Escambia County Holds a Groundbreaking Ceremony
 for the Coral Creek Drainage and Pond Rehabilitation Project

Escambia County is hosting a groundbreaking ceremony for the drainage and pond rehabilitation improvements within the Coral Creek subdivision.  The groundbreaking will be held Tuesday, October 26, at 2 p.m., at the pond north of 1926 Coral Island Road in the Coral Creek subdivision. Signs will be posted.  

The drainage project will include complete rehabilitation of the ponds and drainage system improvements in problem areas. Following a meeting with the Coral Creek Home Owners Association, the project was divided into a north area and south area.  Construction will start on the north area, while the south area design plans are being finalized.
“This drainage project will provide an improved drainage system within the Coral Creek subdivision area,” said Gene Valentino, District 2 Commissioner.  This project, funded by Local Option Sales Tax, has an estimated cost of $733,454.25.  Construction is expected to begin November 2010 and should be completed in June 2011.
