Public Meeting Notice: Nine Mile Road Project Development and Environmental Study Reevaluation 
Escambia County, in association with the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) District 3, has scheduled a public meeting regarding the Nine Mile Road Project Development and Environment (PD&E) Study Reevaluation on Thursday, September 30, from 5:30 p.m. until 6:30 p.m. at the Plainview Baptist Church located at 1101 West Nine Mile Road, Pensacola, Florida 32534.  
The meeting, which will be conducted in an open house format, is being held to present the options for the four-laning of Nine Mile Road between Pine Forest Road (State Road 297) and Pensacola Boulevard (U.S. Highway 29), changes in access management classifications and to receive input from elected and appointed officials, property owners/tenants, business owners/operators and other interested parties.
